Pediatric ITLS Training Initiative: Dr. Alson
Objective: Improve quality and capability of EMS systems’ management of pediatric trauma, thereby ultimately improving outcomes for pediatric trauma victims through the provision of a sustainable program of EMS pediatric trauma care training.  
· Funding from Childress Institute – 3 year grant
· Trauma is greatest killer of children in US
· Major Trauma in Children is in frequent
· Many EMS providers never deal with pediatric trauma
· Competency level is not optimal
· High risk patients need prompt/appropriate care and transport

Injury Prevention – Leigha Shepler
· NC IVPB has been funded as one of the core Violence and Injury Prevention Program states by the CDC.  Funding begins in August.
· 31 Safe Kids coalitions have been awarded the $300 Never Leave Your Child Alone grant from Safe Kids Worldwide. The grant kick-off event will be in late May.  
· The IP conference has become a state-wide initiative
· Operation Medicine Drop held statewide during Poison Prevention Week in March resulted in more than 4.5 million doses of medications destroyed.
· The next NC Falls Prevention Coalition meeting will be held on Thursday, June 23rd from 11am-3pm at the Triangle J Council of Governments (in Research Triangle Park).
· Sen. Allran’s bill to make the fine for speeding in a school zone to equal to that of speeding in a construction zone ($250) passed the House and Senate on April 28. Signed by Gov.Perdue on 5/3/1.
· Senator Bingham filed legislation to require that landlords replace standard smoke alarms with smoke alarms with 10-year lithium batteries.  Other sponsors include Senators Forrester, Hartsell, Rabon and Stevens.  The bill (S354) also provides that rental units may still rely on combination smoke/CO units where appropriate and use standard battery back-ups with hard-wired systems. The bill is on the calendar for Senate Health on Wednesday, May 4th.
· The agenda of the Child Fatality Task Force includes a number of budget-related items. For example, the primary recommendation of the Perinatal Health Committee is to continue to fund a bundle of key infant mortality prevention programs, including folic acid/prenatal outreach, Safe Sleep and the ECU high-risk maternity clinic.  Under the current House committee budget proposal, funding for folic acid, safe sleep, and PCQNC is provided out of the maternal and child health block grant.  Other CFTF priorities – such as the ECU High-risk Maternity Clinic, UNC Injury Prevention Research Center, CARELINE, restored position in Office of the Chief Medical Examiner, and continued specified funding for Carolinas Poison Center –do not appear to be funded.
